Saint of the Day: Saint Cecilia (d.176)
    Cecilia was a rich and noble 
    patrician in Roman society 
    but she converted to 
    Christianity. Cecilia vowed 
    to remain a virgin in the 
    service of God; however, her 
    parents forced her into 
    marriage with Valerian of 
    Trastevere. On her wedding 
    day, she played the organ 

and persuaded her husband to be baptized. He 
converted his brother to Christianity and they 
developed a ministry devoted to providing proper 
burials to martyred Christians. When the faith of 
the brothers was learned, they were martyred. 
Cecilia buried her husband and his brother, for 
which she was arrested. She was then suffocated, 
and when this failed to end her, she was stabbed in 
the neck and left to bleed to death. She died a few 
days later. Saint Cecilia is the patron of Music and 
Musicians.
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
